The All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Jammu (AIIMS 
Jammu) is an autonomous institution of national importance 
established by an Act of Parliament under the Pradhan 
Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Yojana (PMSSY) of Ministry of 
Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of India (MoHFW, GoI). It is a 
tertiary level healthcare facility committed for quality patient 
care, record breaking research and upto date training and 
teaching to produce highly skilled and well versed medical 
professional.  AIIMS Jammu once fully operational will have 
750-beds during Phase-I expandable to 1500 beds during 
Phase-II and 2200 beds during Phase-III. The institute will 
be a super-specialty green hospital incorporating the state of 
the art equipment and technology. The construction work of 
Phase-I is expected to be complete by December, 2022.

The campus of AIIMS, Jammu is spread over an area of 
227 acres that is further split into two campuses (North 
and South) by NH44 connecting Jammu city with Delhi 
via Pathankot. 

The institute will have 41 departments including 
18 super specialties. During Phase-I, there will be 
employment generation for nearly 3,500 people 
against various faculty & non-faculty posts including 
the outsourced contractual staff.

Mba (Hospital Administration and Health Care Management)

Most of the students in India dream of undertaking MBA 
from IIMs, which is considered to be the most preferred 
institution amongst all the stakeholders - students, 
parents, and industry. At the same time, the presence 
of IIM, AIIMS and IIT as neighboring institutions of 
national importance is a rare combination. Therefore, 
it is a dire need to capitalize on this opportunity for 
the larger benefit of the aspiring students, parents, 
industry, government, society, and the nation as a whole. 
Healthcare is one of the fastest-growing industries. As 
countries continue to enjoy greater life expectancies 
than ever before, there is a constantly increasing need 
for experts in operations management, to come in and 
find ways to deliver more efficient and affordable care 
to a greater number of patients. There is an increasing 
focus on quality, optimization, improved productivity 
and sustainability in hospital operations across the 
globe. The vital administrative functions of a hospital 
such as accounts, human resource management, 
quality, logistics and supply chain, public relations, 
marketing and waste management are increasingly 
being managed by professional healthcare managers 
to achieve effectiveness and efficiency in day-to-day 
operations. Besides, exposure to a variety of courses 
gives students a wider vision of a problem and more 
tools to solve problems related to health administration 
and healthcare management. The program intends to 
build experts in health administration and health care 
management who will have adequate knowledge and 
expertise to improve processes, raise quality and reduce 
costs – essentially to help health professionals deliver 
better, faster care at affordable prices. The students will 
be capable of innovation to bring a sustainable change.

IIM Jammu will offer courses on Management, AIIMS 
Jammu will offer courses on Hospital Administration 
and Health Care and IIT Jammu will offer courses 
Technology. The program offers a unique advantage of 
learning the basics of management and operations from 
Indian Institute of Management Jammu, technological 
aspects from Indian Institute of Technology Jammu 
and gain subsequent practical, hands-on experience in 
management of hospitals and health care services at 
AIIMS Jammu under the guidance and supervision of 
hospital administrators. The program is a two-year full-
time residential program with the first year having core 
courses and second year elective courses.

Admission Process
The admission process of IIM 
Jammu consists of:
•	 CAT Examination
•	 Shortlisting candidates for Personal 

Interview (PI) process.
•	 Preparing the Merit List based on CAT 

score, PI score and Profile score 

Merit List Preparation:
The criteria for preparing the merit list 
will be based on the score obtained after 
adding the following:

•	 CAT Score : 0.4* Absolute CAT 
Percentile

•	 Personal Interview (PI) : 30 Marks
•	 Profile : 30 Marks
The above three scores shall be added and 
will be used to make the final merit list.

Objectives of the Program
The objectives of the program are:

•	 To enable students to understand the socio-
economic, technological, ecological and legal 
environment of the hospitals. 

•	 To equip students with required conceptual 
and interpersonal skills for managerial 
decision making in hospitals through 
collaborative relationships so that they 
can effectively evaluate the working of a 
healthcare facility in terms of budget, the 
goals of the facility’s practitioners and the 
needs of the community.

•	 To inculcate positive thinking and problem-
solving skills to demonstrate leadership 
& team building to handle the healthcare 
industry’s nuances.

•	 To develop ability to handle the health care 
workers and make sure patients receive 
quality care.

•	 To develop socially responsible and ethical 
hospital administrators who can perform 
without compromising integrity, honesty and 
fairness. 

Course Structure
The two years of the MBA program is divided 
into 6 Terms, each year consists of three 
terms. The first year has core courses and 
second year elective courses. The Program 
structure of MBA (Hospital Administration 
and Health Care Management) entails every 
MBA student to compulsory complete:

•	 64.5 core course credits in the first year

•	 3 credits from the 8-10-week long 
Summer Internship Program (SIP) in an 
organization

•	 48 course credits through the choice of 
his/her electives in the second year

Additionally, students are permitted to:

•	 Audit Courses (Maximum of 3 courses 
in the 2nd year) by paying the requisite 
additional fees.

•	 Courses of Independent Study (CIS)/
Dissertation Projects (with a faculty) in 
lieu of elective courses

•	 Student Exchange Program: Merit Based

•	 National and International Live Projects

•	 Every student has to undergo a mandatory non-credit course on “Happiness” in the first year of the MBA program.

•	 Every student need to compulsorily complete a week-long Bharat Immersion Programme Internship as a partial 
requirement of the CSR course.

•	 The requirements of number of electives can increase or decrease depending on the credit units of chosen 
electives.
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The pedagogy at IIM Jammu varies for different courses 
with case studies being the predominant method for 
most. Apart from that, group and individual projects, 
student presentations, simulation exercises, business 
games, role play, field visits, etc. are used. Many courses 
bring in industry experts to integrate classroom learning 
with industry practice.

A majority of the classes are based on discussions around 
a specific topic assigned for each class. Before the start of 
each term, students are given the material for each class 
and are expected to read all the material before the class 
and have a preliminary discussion in their peer groups.

During the discussion in class, it is expected that 
students will participate and make a significant 
contribution. The faculty monitors the students’

contributions to the discussion and ensures equitable 
distribution of opportunity for all students to participate 
over the duration of the course. Students of IIM Jammu 
have prior work experience of an average 18 months. 
Such students get the opportunity to bring perspectives 
from their work experience to the classroom which 
substantially enriches the discussions.

The teaching pedagogy will help develop well-rounded 
individuals that possess critical 21st century capacities, 
including increased creativity and innovation, critical 
thinking and higher-order thinking capacities, problem-
solving abilities, teamwork, communication skills, 
more in-depth learning and mastery of curricula across 
fields, increases in social and moral awareness, besides 
general engagement and enjoyment of learning.
